To cennect your device to your smartphone via Bluetooth:

Download the App Scan the provided code to find the FOCUS W app. Install on
your smartphone

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REMOVEABLE INSERT

THE INSERT IS DELICATE. USE CAUTION WHEN HANDLING.
To remove the ceramic insert front silicone shell, ploce on sturdy surface and push
firmly from above with both thumbs above the intake holes.

The ceramic insert is removable for cleaning or
replacement. Use care when removing or instaling the
insert

After powering on AERIS and configuring your session settings, double-tap the
W button to start your session. Your AERIS will vibrate, and the LED
indicators will signal the session has started

*MAKE SURE THE ATOMIZER IS5 COOL AND SAFE TO TOUCH BEFORE HANDLING*

Regqular u:lac:nig;; and maintenance are essential for the optimal performance
and longevity of your FOCUS WV AERIS. After every dab, make sure to swab

away excess material. This will minimize the need for frequent deep cleaning,

as outlined below.

Cleaning Part {: Mouthpiece
Ensure your Focus VW AERIS is powered off before starting the cleaning

process,

Gently remove the mouthpeice from the Main Body

Remove the glass insert from the silicone shell and wipe both with 70%
lsopropyl Alcohol. The glass insert may be soaked in lsopropyl Alcohal for
deeper cleaning.

Rinse with water, and dry. Align tabs to match desired airpath and reinstall
glass insert into silicone shell



Cleaning Part 22 Main Body

*Ensure the mouthpeice is already detached before beginning the cleaning process *

First, unscrew the atomizer from the Main Body by turning it counterclockwise.

Dampen a lint-free wipe with 70% isopropyl alcohol, and gently clean any
visible residues from the Main Body. Be guick to dry the Main Body
immediately after

Pay special attention to the otomizer contacts and airpath. A cotton swab
dipped in lsopropyl Alcohol works best to clean these areas.

Be gentle around the electrical contacts and V' button of the Main Body.

Finish by wiping down with a dry lint-free cloth

Cleaning Part 3: Atomizer

*Bafore you begin, ensure you have TO¥ lsopropyl Alcohel on hand *

With atomizer remowved, start by gently cleaning the threads of your
INTELLICORE atomizer using a cotton swab moistened with the [sopropyl
Meaohol

Detach any silicone accesories from the atomizer.
Delicately swab the inside of the atomizer insert with Isopropyl Alcohol.

Submerge the atomizer in the lsopropyl Alcohol and soak for § minutes.
Gentle agitation can help in more thorough cleaning

Mfter scaking, remove the atomizer and let it gir-dry. Inspect closely, if
residues persist, repeating the process until clean.

Once completely dry and cleaned, reassemble your atomizer. Ensure all
components are secure and fully dried. We suggest running a brief,
low-temperature test session to ensure proper operation after reasembly. 16




TIPS & TRICKS

Loading:

- The recommended loading size is 04 to 0.3g to avoid overfilling.

- Place the material at the bottom of your chamber,

- We recommend using an electronic dab tool ke the FOCUS V SABER.

Inhaling:

- Keep the device upright during and ofter operation

- Short, smocth pulls provide the most consistent vapor production.

- If girflow is restricted, make sure the atomizer and insert are clean and
clear from obstructions.

- If you want to modulate airflow, you can do so by slightly covering your
carb cap opening.

= Adjust your timer settings to properly match the length of your hit to save
battery life and prevent overheating.

Clean Up:
- Keep your chamber clean by using a swab to absorb leftover residue after

every session.

- Warm isopropyl alcohol works better at dissolving residue.

- Check your atomizer contacts and airpath regularly.

- Mever use abrasives or highly caustic cleaners on your device.

Battery Care:

- Make sure the device is off when not in use,

- Keeping the battery from discharging below 80% will prolong the lifespan of
the cells.

- Do not charge longer than is needed.

- Only use an approved USB power source.




IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION

Use at your own risk.

Do not blow into the mouthpiece attached to your AERISs Main Body.

Do not remove the silicone in your Main Body. Removal of the silicone will
automatically nullify and void your AERIS's warranty.

Do not overload the wax chamber. Overflow of concentrate can cause spill
over to the atomizer, damaging heating element.

To avoid damage, please keep the interior of your atomizer cleaned and
properly maintained.

Allow the chamber adequate time to cool before touching it.

Mever touch your atomizer while it is in use.

Do not overcharge your battery/device. Mever use a damaged battery/device.
MNever leave the device charging unattended.

Mever expose your batteries/device to extreme temperatures.

Do not expose botteries/device to liguids.

Always charge batteries/device on a fireproof surface

Immediately stop uwse if the batteries produce an unusual odor, emit heat,
smoke, change in color or shape, or appear iregular in any way.
